INSTRUCTIONS FOR APPLICANTS

The SWE Pacific Northwest Section Collegiate Scholarships are awarded for the academic year.

ELIGIBILITY – To be eligible, applicants must meet the following qualifications:
(1) Scholarships recipients may be one of the following

a. Be a woman enrolled in an ABET accredited engineering school in Western Washington or Montana with a SWE Collegiate section: University of Washington, Seattle University, St. Martin’s College, Montana State University or Montana Tech (of the University of Montana), or  
b.  Be a women enrolled in an ABET accredited engineering school in Western Washington without a SWE Collegiate section, or

c. Be a 2nd year student (equivalent to sophomore level) at a Community College who will be transferring to one of the ABET accredited engineering schools in Western Washington or Montana.  Proof of transfer enrollment will be required to release the funds.   

(2) Be in a position to use the scholarship 
a. In the school year that the award is presented; or
b. If you are transferring from a Community College, you must be able to use the scholarship in either the Spring 2018 or the Fall 2018 semester at a ABET accredited engineering school. 
(3) Will have completed: 

a. 50 % of the requirements toward college graduation in an engineering field at the time that the scholarship application is submitted for either the Lydia Pickup Memorial Scholarship and Mary Ellen Russell Memorial Scholarship  

b. 25 % of the requirements toward college graduation in an engineering field at the time that the scholarship application is submitted for the Shirley Holmgreen Memorial Scholarship

(4) SWE membership (SWE Collegiate or student member of SWE-PNW or SWE-SPS) is not required.

(5) Must have an accumulative G.P.A of 3.0.  Submit an unofficial transcript.
(6) Must demonstrate financial need.  Submit current household tax return if applicable, if not please completely fill out FINANCIAL DATA
GENERAL – Items of note:

(1) Application materials will become the property of the SWE scholarship committee.  No application materials will be returned.

(2) All scholarship applicants will be notified of selection or non-selection by January 15, 2018.  Please be sure to include an address and telephone number at which we can reach you as of that date.
(3) Scholarship recipient will also be invited to the PNW SWE Spring Banquet in 2018.
APPLICATION – To be accepted for judging, an applicant must submit all of the following items:  

(1) Application form – Completed “Pacific Northwest Section Society of Women Engineers Scholarship Application” form.

(2) Copy of Unofficial Transcript – Copy of applicant’s college transcript showing grades for the entire enrollment in all colleges attended. 
(3) Statement of acceptance – A statement or letter from an accredited college, school or university indicating acceptance or current matriculation in an engineering curriculum.
a. And a copy of the course curriculum for the upcoming semester (Community College Applicants Only)
(4) Provide a permanent telephone number and address where you can be reached.

Mary Ellen Russell Memorial Scholarship
Mary Ellen Russell, a charter member of the PNW section of SWE, devoted her career to engineering and science.  She dedicated her life and energy to activities to the benefit of SWE, to geology, to outdoor activities and to the leadership of many young women and men who cherished their time with her.  Mary Ellen earned degrees in Mathematics and Geology at the University of Washington.  The recipient must have achieved at least a college level junior standing.  
The Mary Ellen Russell Memorial Scholarship is a minimum of $1000.
Lydia Pickup Memorial Scholarship

Lydia Pickup, a member of the Pacific Northwest Section of SWE, devoted her career to engineering and science and her life and energies to the benefit of SWE.  Lydia served as chief petty officer in the Waves during World War II.  She attended the University of Kentucky and worked as an engineer at Boeing.  In addition to being an avid SWE member and supporter, Lydia was very active in the American Legion. The recipient must have achieved at least a college level junior standing.
The Lydia Pickup Memorial Scholarship is a minimum of $1000.

Shirley Holmgreen Memorial Scholarship
Shirley Holmgreen was a winner of Zonta International’s Amelia Earhart scholarship.  She was a graduate of the University of Texas in Aero Engineering and completed post-graduate studies in Belgium.  Professionally, Shirley was an expert in wind tunnels and worked as an engineer at Boeing. The recipient must have achieved at least a college level sophomore standing.
The Shirley Holmgreen Memorial Scholarship is a minimum of $500.
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
